     Some recent events within the band program include the 
marching band trip to Disney World.  The marching band 
enjoyed a very nice trip to Disney World over the President’s 
Day weekend.  We performed in a parade at the Magic 
Kingdom, participated in a wonderful music workshop that 
focused on rehearsal effectiveness and movie soundtrack 
recording.  Other outstanding accomplishments include 
siblings Beth and Luke Neumann.  Luke was selected and 
performed in the Indiana All-State Jazz Band back in 
January, and Beth was selected and performed in the 
Indiana All-State Band in mid-March.  Selection into both 
of these ensembles is through audition only.  In addition to 
the All-State Band, Beth Neumann was also selected as a 
recipient of a scholarship through the Indiana High School 
Color Guard Association.

     The snow has melted and that means spring is just around the 
corner.  I know we are all looking forward to some well needed rest 
over spring break. 

  The orchestra has had a busy fall and winter and will have many 
events this spring as well!  January and early Feb. found many strings 
participating in the ISSMA solo/ensemble contest.  There were 30+ 
entries and 20+ Gold ratings!!  15 went on to State Competition that 
was held in Feb.  Of those 15, we walked away with 12 Gold's at the 
State level.  Awesome job!  

The highlight of our winter was certainly our trip to California where 
we participated in the American String Teachers National 
Convention which was held in Santa Clara, California from Feb. 18-
22.  Our students were the only students from the mid-west selected 
to perform at this convention and one of only 16 groups selected 
nation- wide!  The orchestra began practices after school in January 
and worked hard right up to departure day.  Although the Honors 
Ensemble made the CD that was selected for the performance we 
were able to take students from all three orchestra classes on the trip.  
The orchestra arrived in San Francisco and had to go immediately to 
the performance sight.  After a brief warm up they gave a stellar 
performance for the three nationally known adjudicators.  After the 
performance we were treated to an hour long clinic with a nationally 
known collegiate director.  The students spent the next day at the 
convention going to sessions and checking out the exhibits.  Our kids 
had a great time in the exhibits and were able to see the latest in string 
instruments and accessories.   They also attracted a lot of attention 
and several of them tried out some very expensive instruments while 
playing as a group in the exhibit hall.  They also got a chance to meet 
and talked with Mark Wood who is the lead violinist with The 
Trans Siberian Orchestra.  The convention provided an awards 
banquet for all performing groups and we received trophies for our 
participation as well as an extra trophy for receiving "excellent" 
markings from the adjudicators.  On the last day of our time at the 
convention, the kids were incredibly inspired as they watched the 
group perform that was announced as the grand champion of the 
convention festival.  It was truly inspiring!!  We left the convention 
and went on to San Francisco where we experienced Pier 
39/Fisherman's Wharf, The Golden Gate Bridge, China Town, and 
Alcatraz.  It was an amazing trip based on the honor of being selected 
to perform at a national convention.  I am proud of the students and 
their outstanding behavior and performance!! 

    The Honors Ensemble provided entertainment for the Hussey-
